The Peace Plus Programme comes out
of the Belfast/Good Friday Agreement
that brought peace to Northern
Ireland in 1998.

There will be about 1 billion euros to
. fund projects between 2021 and
2027.

We worked with the governments of
Northern Ireland and the Republic of
Ireland.

We had meetings with local councils
and many organisations in both
countries.

We also looked at the main things
that the EU wants to support.
