It is an exciting programme which builds on the legacy of all previous PEACE and INTERREG programmes.

PEACEPLUS funding is distinct. It will fund activities that promote peace and reconciliation and contribute to cross-border economic and territorial development.

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So how was PEACEPLUS developed?

It has been a long road in getting to this point, but, given the scale and scope of the Programme, it has been well worth it.

The SEUPB commenced the PEACEPLUS development process in 2019. Since then, there has been considerable preparatory work, research, and stakeholder engagement.  

This has included: public events, survey submissions, public consultation, and ongoing bi-lateral meetings with Governments north-south.

The ERDF contribution (80%) has been matched by the UK and Irish governments. This means that applicants can apply for 100% of their project value.

It is a wide-ranging Programme with six themes and 22 investment areas. 
All investment areas have a sharp focus on the peace impacts and legacy they will leave.

Cross-community and cross-border collaboration is key to the programme, and all projects must have demonstrable peace impacts. 

Commission rules allow for participation with partners outside the area of Northern Ireland and the Six Borders Counties. If you are considering partners from outside the region, what matters is that the benefits of the project are significant for the Programme area.

Policy Perspective — ‘10X Economy’ Economy
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Innovation Inclusion Sustainability
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The overarching Policy for the Department for the Economy is the “10X Economy - an economic vision for a decade of innovation.” 

This vision for economic growth recognises that to build a better economy we need to focus an economy which is more innovative, more sustainable and more inclusive.  

If we are to make our economy more inclusive we need to recognise that there are some groups who are less able to access the benefits of growth.  

We know that educational attainment is an important indicator of earning potential and that the more people we can help to gain high level qualifications, the greater their opportunities for accessing the benefits of growth.  
Programmes such as the PEACEPLUS Youth Programme can play a role in helping us to increase the number of people with at least  level 3+ qualifications which is one of the goals under the inclusion strand.  
 
Young people are also disproportionately affected by adverse economic conditions, which were exacerbated by the impact of the COVID-19 Pandemic, and those who are disadvantaged,  have been disproportionately affected in terms of the learning, education outcomes and prospects in the long term,. 

Young people aged 16 – 24 who are not in education, employment or training make up approx. 9% of all young people in NI (approx 18,000) and has remained a persistent issue throughout the years alongside high levels of economic inactivity.(Economic inactivity accounts for 43% of young people 16-24)

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One of the key recommendations in the skills strategy looks to address the skills imbalance between individuals by opening up educational pathways to support individuals with low or no qualifications. 

DfE has a wide range of mainstream programmes aimed at helping and skilling-up individuals, especially young people. These include Skills for Life and Work, the traineeship and apprenticeships.   While these programmes are easily accessible, there is a cohort of young people however, who for various reasons, are unable to access this provision.  The PEACE PLUS youth programme provides an opportunity to develop the capabilities of such young people and help them take their next steps on their journey by removing some of the barriers to accessing these programmes. 

The Department of Educations ‘Children and Young People’ Strategy focuses on key well-being parameters, amongst them an economic and environmental well-being parameter that children and young people should be provided with the life skills to ensure they are economically active in adulthood.  The strategy highlights that certain groups of young people may require greater support to ensure they remain in education, employment or training and includes a commitment to improve the wellbeing of all children and young people. The PEACE PLUS  Youth Programme aims to enhance the capacity of young people aged 14- 24 through an outcome focused, professional youth development approach.


‘Together Building a United Community’ is the NI Executive’s good relations strategy - it outlines a vision for how government, the community and individuals can work together to build a united community in Northern Ireland and to achieve sustainable change for our young people. DfE are responsible for the United Youth headline action.

United Youth sets outs a vision for a  youth programme which focused building better community relations, creating better citizens and providing volunteering and employment experience. 

At the centre of this programme there is a youth work focused approach that will build the capabilities of young people and help them with to progress into mainstream provision  such as further education, training and ultimately employment

The hugely successful Peace4Youth programme was aligned with the vision and objectives of United Youth, and we have sought to continue this through the PeacePlus youth programme.

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In regards to the support from the Accountable Department for the Delivery Projects, we are currently working with DfC to finalise Welfare Benefit “Arrangements” in line with those in place for Peace4Youth

It is hoped these will include : treatment of attendance at the Programme as “work preparation;” that the weekly hours spent attending this programme would count towards the claimant’s weekly work search hours; so that those in receipt of benefits can retain those benefits while on the programme.  

We also plan to promote the Programme to Work Coaches in the Jobs and Benefits Offices so that they are aware and can direct young people to projects in their area.  

We are also considering the option of payment of incentive payments for Northern Ireland participants as there was under Peace4youth. However we are currently in a very unclear budget position and at present there is no funding in place for an incentive payment.  We are considering all options but I wanted to let you know where things stand at present, we hope to be able to provide a definite picture when the call opens

In terms of the progression outcome area, we plan to work with the quality and impact body to support projects in identifying further pathways for young people at the end of their programme but I will talk more about that during the next session

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The Department’s national policy on children and young people was set out in Better Outcomes Brighter Futures: The National Policy Framework for Children and Young People, 2014-2020. This sets out the 5 National Outcomes for all young people, namely that they should be active & healthy, achieving in all areas of learning & development, safe & protected from harm, have economic security & opportunity and be connected, respected & contributing to their world. 

The Department would see this investment area as supporting young people to thrive across all 5 of these areas, but most notably Goals 4 and 5.  

Under Goal 4, the Better Outcomes, Brighter Futures Framework supports pathways [for young people] to economic participation and independent living as well as opportunities for ongoing education and training. 

Goal 5 also sets out a number of more specific aims, namely that young people have ‘sense of their own identity, free from discrimination’, that they be ‘[p]art of positive networks of friends, family and community’, that they be ‘[c]ivically engaged, socially and environmentally conscious’ and they are [a]ware of their rights, responsible and be respectful of the law.’ These aims are highly relevant to this investment area.

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Likewise, the Better Outcomes, Brighter Futures Framework sets out a number of transformational goals. These goals are aimed at creating a broader enabling culture and infrastructure to support the achievement of the 5 National Outcomes. These are set out here on the slide: ie support parents; earlier intervention & prevention; ensure quality services; strengthen transitions; and cross-government and interagency collaboration & coordination. 

Of particular relevance to this investment area are the emphasis on earlier intervention, on strengthening transitions and on collaborative working. More broadly, the approach of this funding call, whereby a wraparound approach is taken to ensure barriers to participation and to meaningful engagement are addressed, is in line with the Department’s approach.

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The Department is currently developing a successor National Policy Framework for Children and Young People to be published later this year. It is expected that the 5 National Outcomes will be retained. In addition, the Framework will further embed a rights-based and equality-based approach to policy and services for young people. 

The published blueprint for the new Framework states that ‘[t]he wellbeing of children and young people is a core measure of our success as a society, and Government must support children and young people to live happy, fulfilled lives to the maximum extent possible. 

It has a duty to use resources to deliver services and supports for children and young people efficiently. Policy for children and young people must include clear implementation, monitoring and accountability mechanisms, with effective structures for cross-sectoral working, to ensure children and young people have the support they need.’ 

The funding call for 3.2 would also reflect these aims..

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The PEACEPLUS Youth Programme must be delivered via an explicit, outcomes-focused, professional youth work methodology, and closely aligned with an agreed set of principles and practice standards by suitably qualified and skilled professionals.  

Projects are to be implemented across the Programme Area, in Northern Ireland and the Border counties of Ireland, including cross-border projects. 

COHORTS: Applicants will be required to demonstrate how they will effectively ensure participation from all communities in each of their cohorts, and meaningful, ongoing, change-focused contact between young people from different community backgrounds. Different communities relate to persons of different religious belief, ethnic or racial group. Initiatives should evidence commitment to tackling real and complex issues, such as racism and sectarianism, which prevent the benefits of a united and shared community being realised.  

They must be focused on the Programme outcome areas of good relations, personal development, citizenship, employability skills development and positive progression and
 
delivered via a youth work methodology, with groups of young people in non-formal learning environments, providing access to a range of activities as ‘tools for change’. 

Activities could include sport, outdoor education, drama, music, culture, language, job/careers exploration, interview preparation, entrepreneurial and volunteering activities, social action initiatives, residential learning and development activities, peer mentoring and celebration events.
  
A key consideration is that access to a variety of activities and methods will be needed in order to respond to the individual needs and interests of participants. 

It is anticipated that a range of organisations will deliver the Programme, ensuring that projects are responsive to the needs of individual young people within their local community context via a range of activities/methods (especially with regard to good relations/peace building aims).

Building on the PEACE4Youth Programme, the PEACEPLUS Youth Programme will place specific emphasis on enhancing the employability of participants, alongside the other outcomes and could incorporate activities to develop their entrepreneurial or social enterprise potential and other relevant skills.

The level of intensity for participants during their time on the programme may vary to accommodate particular circumstances, for example, “building up” of participation at the start, preparation for transition at programme end, or to deal with certain unavoidable/extenuating circumstances facing a participant at any point during the programme activity.

Variance from this standard may be acceptable in appropriately justified circumstances, in which case a clear rationale should be presented in the application. In addition to reporting the achievement of output and result indicators, project beneficiaries have the responsibility to contribute to, and facilitate, the PEACEPLUS programme evaluations and as such projects should build capacity for it (note that evaluations will be longitudinal, lasting several years, and may require access to and support to engage with stakeholders and participants). This responsibility may involve (but not limited to): 
Engaging with evaluators appointed by the SEUPB and supporting the impact evaluations, with data collection (including data held by the LP and new data collected during the evaluation), provision of information, facilitating access to key stakeholders/participants and visibility actions. 
Gathering and providing data for evaluation indicators set by the SEUPB and/or the evaluators appointed by SEUPB (primary measures). The SEUPB and/or the evaluators may engage with the projects to agree these indicators and means for measurement.  

Projects may set up specific indicators and achievement objectives for their project (secondary measures), in this case projects should inform the SEUPB and evaluators of the data they are collecting and if relevant provide it. 
Use the tools and mechanisms provided by SEUPB for data collection and reporting.

The evaluation indicators (primary and secondary measures) will be put in place during the implementation period of the programme. In due time, the SEUPB and/or the evaluators will communicate evaluation responsibilities to the Lead Partners. Good quality, reliable longitudinal evaluations require excellent working relationships between all parties and this basic principle will be a priority in all SEUPB commissioned impact evaluations.

Flat rate financing for any other costs other than staff costs; this covers overheads, travel and accommodation, external expenditure and services, equipment, and infrastructure and works.
The notion of real costs concerns the actual expenditure incurred and paid by a beneficiary in relation to the project. Claiming and reimbursing in real cost basis involves a verification based on supporting documents provided by the beneficiary for each reported expenditure.   

When entering the budget into Jems, applicants must select the flat rate in the “Partner Budget Options” for each partner. For claiming and reimbursement, the flat rate will be automatically calculated in Jems.

I want to take a moment to underline the extent of the Lead Partner Responsibilities.
 
A Lead Partner will be an organisation who can handle the governance associated with a project of this size and value and can manage the outputs and results for the young people concerned.
 
In order to do that, they will be responsible for:
 
Coordination – submit application; assume responsibility for smooth implementation of entire project; coordinate all partners and activities.
 
Financial management – ensures budget control, eligible and timely claims, sufficient cashflow, fund allocation to partners, accepts risk in the event of ineligibility and/or failure to meet targets
 
Reporting – Coordinates record keeping, oversees monitoring and evaluation, maintains records, ensures timely progress.
 
Communication – with partners, point of contact with SEUPB and with any other support that is put in place during implementation (for example, liaising with consultant appointed to assist with evaluation)
 
Training – rolling out any training, be it technical or related to the programme being delivered.
 
Policies & Procedures – safeguarding, reliable systems, staff support.
