Progress Update 

In February 2020, 180 children and young people explored peace through the 

arts as part of a project called Anticlockwise. Working with a group of artists 

over a number of months the young people explored peace, conflict and reso-

lution through various art forms. As part of the project ten acts took to the 

stage to showcase the results of the time spent working with professional art-

ists. The exhibition included a short video montage of the young people’s 

work including visual arts, theatre performances and live music.
